To all kind contributors to the Bright One Educational Support Fund,
I wish you could all have been at the ceremony on December 24th, 2007 which took place in the basement of St. Michael's Anglican Church.  It was a typical harmattan day for the town of Okemesi and we had a good turnout of approximately 50 students and parents, 15 teachers and several supporters. Thanks to all your support throughout 2007, we were able to sponsor 2 more children this year - a bright young girl called Anu Ayodele and a very polite young man called Muyide Victor. Both children received full secondary school scholarship awards, a year's worth of school supplies and award certificates. We were also able to provide calculators, red pens and chalk for the class teachers and a gift of a handbag to the headmistress of St. Michael's primary school. 

We also continue to support the two scholarship winners from last year, Blessing Idowu and Sunday Babatunde who also received their yearly school supply package and tuition payments, which were made to their respective secondary schools. In addition,   the top student of the primary 6 class from each of the 11 other primary schools in the town of Okemesi were provided with math sets, pens and pencils. There was also a school bag raffle amongst the 11 students. Currently the fund has a total of 4 children it is sponsoring. 

Due to your generous contributions via the ChipIn website and by mail, $515 (N61800) was raised here in   the states and $834 (N100000) was raised from myself and my family's contributions in 2007. The fund's expenditure was as follows:

                 - $258 (N30960) was spent on tuition for Blessing and Sunday
                 - $83 (N10000) was spent on the awards ceremony party
                 - $295 (N35400) on 4 school bags, school supplies (pencils, pens, erasers, chalk, rulers etc),      
                    toothbrushes, children clothing (t shirts, underwear, socks), headmistress's gift and    
                    expenses for postage and luggage fees. 

There is currently N85 560 ($713) left over in the fund account in Nigeria which will go towards next year's program as we will have a total of 6 children being sponsored by the program. We also received support in the form of 100 calculators and a box of school supplies from Mayowa Akintobi, math sets and candy from Doyin Shonubi, children's underwear from Kemi Sonuga and a school bag with school supplies from Fisola Openiyi. 

All the guests present at the awards ceremony said a prayer for you all to thank you and I personally want to say a huge thank you to all of you who contributed greatly in one way or another and greatly look forward to your continued support in 2008 as we aim to do even more.  For ways you can contribute, please see below:
